Do you depend upon God for your daily provisions?

Matthew 6:11 Give us this day our daily bread. KJV

 

What first comes to your mind when you think about daily provisions? If your conversation is not forward with Him, what can you expect to receive from Him? 

 

The word is so very peculiar and expressive, and seems to have been made on purpose by the evangelists, that more than mere bodily nourishment seems to be intended by it. Indeed, many of the primitive fathers understood it as comprehending that daily supply of grace which the soul requires to keep it in health and rigor: He who uses the petition would do well to keep both in view. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)


 

1. God is the author and dispenser of all temporal as well as spiritual good. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

2. We have merited no kind of good from his hand, and therefore must receive it as a free gift: Give us, etc. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
 

3. We must depend on him daily for support; we are not permitted to ask anything for tomorrow: give us to-day. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

We must ask only that which is essential to our support, God having promised neither luxuries nor superfluities. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

If we do not recognize Him as our Father, will you be able to really believe that He will provide?

 

If you do not acknowledge that He is the God of heaven and earth, how can you trust then, that He has your best interest at heart?

 

We say that we depend upon Him, but in reality, do we depend upon Him as much as we should, or need to?

 

Paul tells us that God shall supply all of our need; yet, how often does one confuse the physical wants and desires with spiritual needs?

 

You supplied my needs, according to your poverty; and he shall supply yours, according to his riches." But still it is by Christ Jesus; through him we have grace to do that which is good, and through him we must expect the reward of it. Not of debt, but of grace; for the more we do for God the more we are indebted to him, because we receive the more from him. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

Deuteronomy 28:1 And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, KJV

 

It is upon condition that they diligently hearken to the voice of God (v. 1-2), that they hear God speaking to them by his word, and use their utmost endeavors to acquaint themselves with his will. (From Matthew Henry’s Commentary)

 

Upon condition that they observe and do all his commandments (and in order to obedience there is need of observation) and that they keep the commandments of God and walk in his ways. Not only do them for once, but keep them for ever; not only set out in his ways, but walk in them to the end. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

Do we seek God first, each moment of the day, or only when all else fails?

 

Matthew 6:33-34 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you. 34 Take therefore no thought for the morrow: for the morrow shall take thought for the things of itself. Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof. KJV

 

Matthew 6:33 But make His Kingdom and righteousness your chief aim, and then these things shall all be given you in addition. (Weymouth)

 

Whether you are walking, or driving a car, you have to have an aim, or destination in mind of where you are going. What is it that is your aim in life this day?
