2 Corinthians 3:3-4 Forasmuch as ye are manifestly declared to be the epistle of Christ ministered by us, written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the living God; not in tables of stone, but in fleshy tables of the heart. 4 And such trust have we through Christ to God-ward: (KJV)

 

[Manifestly declared to be the letter of Christ] Ye are in our hearts, and Christ has written you there; but yourselves are the letter of Christ; the change produced in your hearts and lives, and the salvation which you have received, are as truly the work of Christ as a letter dictated and written by a man in his work. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

2 Corinthians 3:3 For all can see that you are a letter of Christ entrusted to our care, and written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the ever-living God - and not on tablets of stone, but on human hearts as tablets. (Weymouth's New Testament)
