<opentext> The eyes of our understanding are supposed to be enlightened with the light of the glorious gospel of Christ (Eph 1:18). Yet is this always what is illuminating the heart and mind, or are there other thoughts and ideas that are clouding the heart and mind?

<helpmate> sometimes we let other things to creep in

<disciple> it should all be about Christ...we should think on these things...phil 4:8
<opentext> i often think how people are on the edge of their seat at the plot of a movie, and they are hanging on every word being said, and attentive to every movement in the movie, and since life or death is what is in the balance, one has to equate this to the Word in each and every moment of their life as well.

<opentext> Is one as attentive to the Word as they are a good movie? 

<disciple> we should be more so

<helpmate> should be, but most so called Christians are not

<opentext> Does one always remember that life or death is in the balance in each and every decision that we make, no matter how large or small it may seem?

<disciple> no

<helpmate> most do not… they keep their Christian beliefs separate from their every day life....they always want something bigger or better or more in the physical than they have, never being satisfied,....they are ever learning the wrong things and never seeking the truth of His word.....never learning to be content to what He has already given to them

<opentext> If we remained mindful of the fact that life or death is always in the balance, would one be as lazy in their hearing of that which Father speaks to them?

<opentext> Definition for more earnest: superabundantly.  

<opentext> In other words, does one strain with all of their ability, to hear, receive and submit to each and every word that comes forth from the mouth of God?

<disciple> we all should, but i know for myself, i fall short

Heb 12:4 Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin. (KJV)

<opentext> If one is not being superabundantly attentive to that which Father is speaking to us, then it is able to pass on by just as easy as the plot of a movie, if we are not being fully attentive.

<opentext> Note that Paul says that we ought to be superabundantly hearing. Yet, does Father always get our full attention when He talks with us? Or are there other things that are occupying the heart and mind?

<helpmate> He should always have our whole attention, but that is not always the case

<chosen> sometimes we are preoccupied

<opentext> There are many things that we "ought" to be doing, but unless one is truly focused in and on the Word, will it be a full and complete effort [superabundant] in hearing, receiving and submitting to the voice, the Word, the will of God for your life?

<helpmate> no, it will not

<disciple> no

<opentext> To hold fast the profession of faith, to be attentive to each and every word that proceeds forth from the mouth of God, knowing that the issues of life are at the heart of Gods concern and love for us. LISTENING – an intelligent hearer… focusing, attentiveness
