Bible Study Wednesday 22 May 2002

 

Is God really your source; or do you only go to Him as a last resort? 


Philippians 4:19 But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. KJV


Do you know the same God that Paul had his relationship with? Thus, why Paul tells us, that he may know Him, and the power of His resurrection. You have to know Him, and the power that resurrected Him (Christ, the power, and wisdom of God).
 

It is interesting to note, how Paul says that “his God” shall supply all of your need. One cannot assume that just because someone mentions God, that they know Him, or are even talking of the same God. Paul was clear to state that the God he knew and loved, as being the only source. His God is the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. Are you that confident of your relationship with Him? 

 

Psalms 84:11 For the LORD God is a sun and shield: the LORD will give grace and glory: no good thing will he withhold from them that walk uprightly. KJV

 

One must remember where every good gift and perfect gift does come from.

 

Grace signifies both the good-will of God towards us and the good work of God in us; glory signifies both the honour which he now puts upon us, in giving us the adoption of sons, and that which he has prepared for us in the inheritance of sons. God will give them grace in this world as a preparation for glory, and glory in the other world as the perfection of grace; both are God's gift, his free gift. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

It is the character of all good people that they walk uprightly, that they worship God in spirit and in truth, and have their conversation in the world in simplicity and godly sincerity; and such may be sure that God will withhold no good thing from them, that is requisite to their comfortable passage through this world. Make sure grace and glory, and other things shall be added. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

2 Corinthians 9:8 And God is able to make all grace abound toward you; that ye, always having all sufficiency in all things, may abound to every good work: KJV

 

We have no reason to distrust the goodness of God, and surely we have no reason to question his power; he is able to make all grace abound towards us, and abound in us; to give a large increase of spiritual and temporal good things. He can cause us to have a sufficiency in all things, to be content with what we have, to make up what we give, to be able to give yet more: (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

God is able to make all grace abound toward you if you allow Him to be Lord of your life. If you allow Him to be the shepherd. He will not force it on anyone; nor will He chase anyone down, nor will He drag anyone into His kingdom. It is a person’s free will, their choice of whether they will serve Him or run from Him.

 

Joshua spoke it quite well when he asked the people to make the choice this day whom they would serve; but stated himself that those who stayed with his house, would serve the living God. What choice have you made this day?
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
