Bible Study Tuesday 22 October 2002

 

Isaiah 35:8 And an highway shall be there, and a way, and it shall be called The way of holiness; the unclean shall not pass over it; but it shall be for those: the wayfaring men, though fools, shall not err therein. (KJV)

 

[But it shall be for those] "But he himself shall be with them, walking in the way." That is, God; see <Isa. 35:4>. "Who shall dwell among them, and set them an example that they should follow his steps." (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Following His example! Easy for one to mouth or say those words, but quite another for a person to live that. Especially, since one had to then follow, to utilize the guidance system which He has put in place for us.

 

As often as we hear the scripture that tells us, “Why do we call Him Lord, Lord, and yet do not the things which He said to us for an example?”  Jesus Christ not only spoke the Word of God but lived it as well in every way and manner. For we can see within the scriptures that He always did those things which pleased the Father. This could only be accomplished by hearing all that Father asked of Him, and then being obedient to that which was asked.

 

We are (or should be) saved by grace through faith; faith being one’s ability to hear the Message delivered by and through Christ Jesus, and then allowing that Message heard to become a real, and actual way of life, of living. In other words, learning to hear Father’s voice, and then obeying that which we hear. This is the only way, which is established and settled in heaven by the truth of God’s Word, and it is only this way, this path, which is able to lead one to eternal life.

 

John 14:4 And whither I go ye know, and the way ye know. (KJV)

 

[And whither I go ye know] I have told you this so often and so plainly that ye must certainly have comprehended what I have said. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
