If we are always in a hurry, and never have time to slow down and hear all of Father’s counsel, there can be very dire consequences as an end result.
2 Timothy 3:16 Every Scripture is inspired by God and is useful for teaching, for convincing, for correction of error, and for instruction in right doing; (Weymouth's New Testament)
