Bible Study Monday 23 December 2002

 

The gift of God is eternal life for all those that will hear and obey the conditions given for this promise. Yet, how often does one take this gift for granted? How often does one lightly regard this gift?

 

John 3:16-18 "For God loved the world so much that He gave His Only Son, so that anyone who trusts in Him may never perish but have eternal life. 17. For God sent His Son into the world, not to pass sentence on it, but that the world through Him might be saved. 18. Whoever trusts in Him is never to come up for judgment, but whoever does not trust in Him has already received his sentence, because he has not trusted in the name of God's only Son. (Williams New Testament)

 

Jesus Christ said, that if you love Him, you will keep His commandments. This is the only way that one is able to reciprocate Father’s love that is acceptable to Him, as well as pleasing to Him.

 

John 14:23-24 Jesus answered him, "If anyone really loves me, he will observe my teaching, and my Father will love him, and both of us will come in face-to-face fellowship with him; yes, we will make our special dwelling place with him. 24. Whoever does not really love me does not observe my teaching; and yet the teaching which you are listening to is not mine but comes from the Father who has sent me. (Williams New Testament)

John 5:43-44 I have come in my Father's name, but you refuse to accept me. If anyone else should come in his own name, you would accept him. 44. How can you believe, you who are always accepting honor from one another, but never seek the honor that comes from the one God? (Williams New Testament)
