 Romans 10:17 And this proves that faith [comes] from a Message heard, and that the Message comes through its having been spoken by Christ. (Weymouth's New Testament) 
 

Faith, one's ability to hear, believe, and then act upon (live) that which God asks of them, is developed or nurtured to maturity by hearing the Word delivered from the mouth of God, by Christ His Son to us, for the spiritual sustenance that one needs to maintain their proper relationship with God as their Father, brought alive in our life by His Spirit. 

 

            People often take for granted how vital proper hearing is. They forget that we are warned many times within the Word about being attentive to what we are hearing.

 

Amos 8:11-13 Behold, the days are coming, says the Lord God, when I will send a famine in the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but [a famine] for hearing the words of the Lord. 12 And [the people] shall wander from sea to sea and from the north even to the east; they shall run to and fro to seek the word of the Lord [inquiring for and requiring it as one requires food], but shall not find it. 13 In that day shall the fair virgins and young men faint for thirst. AMP
 

One has to be seeking the truth from the Father, in order for their hearing to be effective at being able to replenish their spirit man. Paul tells us that in the world there are many voices, but only One is able to supply us with all that we have “need” of. Whose voice is it that you are listening to today? Food for thought!
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
