<opentext> When going to an armory on a military installation, one will find that it is to be one of the most secure areas on the base. Without proper identification, or authorization, one will not be able to gain entrance, let alone check anything out of the building.

<opentext> Here is another good analogy; for us to take a bank draft to the 1st Bank of Heaven. Here again, it is going to take proper identification for the release of the funds to us. They will also want to verify the authorizing signature.

<opentext> In the world, if you wrote a check for $5.00 and only signed your first name, the bank might let it slip through. However, what about if the check was for $5,000.00? Do you think that it is as apt to get through with only a partial signature. Who do you think would challenge this?
