Bible Study Tuesday 24 September 2002

 

Romans 3:3 For what if some did not believe? shall their unbelief make the faith of God without effect? KJV

 

Romans 3:3 What then, if some of them have proved unfaithful? Can their unfaithfulness make null and void God's faithfulness? (William's New Testament)

 

One will seldom think of not having faith as being unfaithful, yet this is exactly what it is. Look at it in this perspective: When one gets a new vehicle, they do everything they can to keep and maintain that look of the newness. Yet, how long does this last? This is the same way that most are with the pearl of great price. For awhile, they will cherish and treasure the newness of the gift, but, how long before one begins to take the gift for granted?

 

Just as when one is first born again, they have an understanding of what they have been delivered from and believe and trust God with everything that He says within His Word. How long though, before one starts to listen to what everyone else has to say? How long before one believes what the world has to say, more than the Word of God?

 

In each and every situation, it is a matter of hearing and believing what God has to say, more than that which the circumstances try to dictate to you.

 

Often times when one reads the accounts given within the Bible, one only hears and sees that which they want to. They see all that Jesus Christ accomplished in the time He spent in the public ministry, as far as the outward, the signs and wonders; but fail to see all that was against Him, and what it took to remain pleasing to Father. (That is, the opposition that was there against Him; to try to keep Him from being obedient to all which Father asked of Him).

 

If one will look back at the account given in Genesis, one can observe that there were many that did not hold faithful to that which Father asked of them, in order to be delivered from the flood that was to come. Though they chose not to believe, it did not alter God’s purpose and plan. 

 

Paul tells us, that for those who have accepted Jesus Christ as Lord and savior, and then choose to continue in that walk, that He has delivered them from the power of darkness and translated them into the kingdom of His dear Son. What it then comes down to is, if you will choose to believe God, or that which everyone else says. To obey, is better than sacrifice!
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
