Galatians 1:15-16 But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother's womb, and called me by his grace, 16 To reveal his Son in me, that I might preach him among the heathen; immediately I conferred not with flesh and blood: (KJV)

 

For most, God’s gift is still a mystery, hid behind the external wrappings of the lower nature. (2 Corinthians 5:16 So from this moment on, I do not estimate anybody by the standard of outward appearances. Although I once did estimate Christ by this standard, I do not do so any longer. (Williams New Testament))
 

The package or gift is somewhat displayed at opportune times and seasons, but never opened, never utilized, or fully utilized, and thus, no proper relationship with the Father is ever really established, and therefore is not able to be maintained.
