Romans 6:16-18 Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness? 17 But God be thanked, that ye were the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered you. 18 Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness. To yield to, is to present to. We are either presenting ourselves to God, or the devil as servants. There is no in between, there is no grey area. One is for Him or has taken opposition against Him. 

 


What one is occupying their mind with, will determine who they will yield to. [As a man thinks within his heart, so he will be, Proverbs 23:7]. 

 


So, what determines what one is thinking and meditating in and on? It is all dependent upon what a person is hearing. And one should know that faith is developed and maintained by hearing the Message delivered by and through Christ Jesus, and then using what one has heard from the voice and the throne of God, as their pattern for life and living. Thus, the importance of what Paul tells of obeying from the heart, that which you have heard of His doctrine which has been delivered to you.

 


Yet, how often is it that people try to hear what other people are hearing, rather than living and abiding by each and every word that comes from the mouth of God? How many people depend on other people to hear for them, rather than establishing and maintaining a relationship with the Father by and through Christ Jesus?
