The unity of the faith Paul is talking about in Ephesians 4:13.

 

Ephesians 4:13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: (KJV)

 

[The unity of the faith.] The faith itself is one body of truth. As we hold to this, we in turn are united to one another. Unto a perfect man. (From Wycliffe Commentary)

 

If one will recall a bit earlier in this chapter, Paul talks of one Lord, one faith, and one baptism. It is the unity in the one faith, based in and upon the Message delivered by and through Christ Jesus. As such, it is according to God’s plan of salvation, not anyone else’s.

 

[In the unity of the faith] Margin, into. The meaning is, until we all hold the same truth, and have the same confidence in the Son of God; (From Barnes' Notes)

 

Thus, why we can see what the scripture says in the gospel of John, that Jesus Christ is the way, the truth, and the life. It is the truth of God’s Word, His plan of reconciliation or restoration that is able to set a person free and keep a person free if they will continue in compliance with His message.

 

Once one starts on this journey, then it is a matter of daily seeking all that Father has made available to you, for where you are within your walk. Not judging or comparing yourself with how others are doing, but rather by staying in simple obedience in that which God asks of you, today.
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
