<at-peace> Father we thank you for this blessed opportunity today to share and partake together of your Words of life and truth that will encourage and strengthen us together in the bond of perfection through Christ Jesus our Lord.

 

<opentext> Rom 15:13-14, 13 Now the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, that ye may abound in hope, through the power of the Holy Ghost. 14 And I myself also am persuaded of you, my brethren, that ye also are full of goodness, filled with all knowledge, able also to admonish one another. KJV

 

<opentext> Now as we talked about the last few studies, how that Paul had to show the gentiles how that they were subject to the promises of God, so that they would ignore that which others had taught.

<opentext> How hard is it to believe what God says, when so many around you believe and speak contrary to what God and His Word declares?

<greg> unless one is truly grounded and settled, eventually they would give in and sway with popular opinions

<chosen> one has to remain rooted and grounded in His love, believing His Word above all else, ignoring man's words so that they have no effect on us

<at-peace> the difficulty comes in when one does not hold fast to that which they have heard and have been assured of knowing from whom they learned it 

<opentext> And if one doubts God, will they then be able to believe that He is able to fill them with all the fulness of God, just as He did Jesus of Nazareth?

<chosen> no

<disciple> no

<greg> a little leaven, a little doubt, one has to purge out the old leaven in order to be a new creation

<opentext> So we can see then, how easy it is to doubt God, and once that happens, then people also doubt His promises, and are not able to receive the fulness of Hope and peace that God has made available to us.

<opentext> The Word tells us how forcible right words are, to show and declare unto a person the promises of God.

<opentext> Yet, wrong words have power as well, but it is not the power of God that fills wrong words. And how often is it that words are not that big of a deal, that they should be able to speak anything, since it is a part of their culture?

<disciple> most don't realize how they condemn themselves with wrong words...they don't comprehend the power of the spoken word

<greg> that is why they use wrong words and the lie they buy into, that it is no big deal when in fact wrong words are spirit and death if not in line with Father

<at-peace> anything goes according to the world, but for those who are in Christ it is the wisdom from above that one should speak and share

<opentext> So we can see then, that the gentiles had to choice to listen to the many people who told them they were not  eligible for the promises of God, or they could hear that which God had to say through Paul. The choice between wrong words spoke by the many, or the right words being spoken by a few. Yet, as was said earlier, how easy is it to be swayed by the majority?

<greg> they were in bondage under the old law, as we see today how many change and pervert the laws to fit their agenda and not provide the need of the people as God intended.

<at-peace> if one does not know the love of God and that His promises in Him are yea and amen and that He is true to His word, they will be swayed

<opentext> And even for those who do believe, does one always readily accept all of the promises of God for themselves? Isn't it possible to believe God for some things, and still yet doubt Him in the areas that one has not allowed Father to build up within them?

<disciple> as we mature, we gain strength in the areas we are now weak in

<greg> some doubt God in area's they don’t want to deal with and avoid on purpose

<at-peace> His grace is sufficient 

<greg> they never come clean with God and stay in bondage

<opentext> Another way that we could look at this, does one always cast all of their cares (worries, distresses, anxieties) on Him, or are they selective in that which they tell God about? And if one does not cast all of those troubles to the Lord, how can they then expect God to fill them with all that essential for walking the victorious life?

<disciple> no, we have to give all to receive all

<greg> yes, we have not because we ask not, we don’t ask for Fathers help in these area's because we think they are not essential, and that we can handle it or live with it

<chosen> anything that one holds back from Him, will end up weighing them down, it is very peaceable when I hand it all over to Him

<opentext> One other way we can look at this that might be a little clearer; if you have a tank that is full of contaminated gas, the engine will not run well, if at all. So how is one then able to get good gas into the tank?

<greg> drain the old, refill with the new, and make sure one has a fuel filter to keep the contaminates out

<disciple> you have to purge the tank of the old gas and refill it with the new

<at-peace> focus on the new man and fill up on pure uncontaminated fuel which can only be attained in continuing in the truth, His Word is truth which will purify and remove any sediment that may have settled in the bottom of the tank from the impure fuel

<opentext> So we can see then, that for God to fill us with that hope of His calling, that one has to get rid of the doubts. And one is able to accomplish this as they hear His Word, and allow His Spirit to lead them and guide them into all truth on a continuing basis.

<opentext> Will it make one popular with the masses? No. However, it will allow you to be one of His children, and able to receive all that He has made available to you and for you.
