<opentext> Father we thank you for this moment that we can come to you and before you that we can receive of and from you, that love which is afforded to us by and through Christ Jesus, that is beyond measure, that is able to nourish and strengthen us so that we can do that which is pleasing to you this day.

 

<opentext> Rom 15:13-14, 13 Now the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, that ye may abound in hope, through the power of the Holy Ghost. 14 And I myself also am persuaded of you, my brethren, that ye also are full of goodness, filled with all knowledge, able also to admonish one another. KJV

 

<opentext> Having and utilizing a hope that is beyond measure, just as Father's love is for us. Yet how often is it that we really try to reciprocate our love to Him, with the same measure that He as to us?

<at-peace> it should be more each day as one comes face to face with His love

 

<opentext> Eph 3:19, And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God. KJV

 

<opentext> Christ, the manifestation of Father's love to us, through the forerunner Jesus of Nazareth, to show us how to be an active partaker in and of His divine nature.

<opentext> So to know the love of the Father, Christ in you the hope of glory, so that you may continue to blossom into that person that Father sees that you can be.

<opentext> To know the love of Christ, which passes knowledge, so that "you might be" filled with all of the fulness of God. Each moment allowing the love of God to expand the boundaries of our faith. Not that there is more to receive, but rather seeing more that is in the picture, and how to then utilize that expanded understanding to further our intimacy with Him.

<opentext> Notice in Rom 15:14, how Paul says that you are supposed to be full of goodness. Jesus Christ became sin for me, that i might become the righteousness of God in Him. Allowing the new nature to be in control within my life.

<opentext> Next Paul says that you are filled with all knowledge, that is that by hearing and obeying the guide, that all truth can be manifest within the believers life.

<opentext> Yet, how often is it that when something confronts us, that one tells God that they do not know what to do, rather then asking God to reveal to them that ability that already is within, so that they are able to do that which is pleasing to Father?

<at-peace> whenever one is focuses on the problem leaning to their own understanding, instead of looking to the solution that is already within 

 

<opentext> 1 John 2:20, But you have been anointed by [you hold a sacred appointment from, you have been given an unction from] the Holy one, and you all know [the Truth] or you know all things. AMP

 

<opentext> Now consider after all of this time covering Romans, how Paul has been detailing for the gentiles, who they are in Christ, and all that they obtained when they became that new creation in Him. And now expounding of all that they have been given that was contained in this gift, this measure of faith, and now a matter of learning to how to apply this knowledge within their life.

<opentext> Isn't this also the way that we often act or respond? And why is this? Is it because one forgets the intimacy that the Father wants to have with us? Is it because they listen to too much, that which is going on, on the other side of the veil?

<at-peace> when one allows their affection to be placed on the things of this life instead of on things above the eyes of their understanding becomes clouded and thus hinders that growth in intimacy with Him

<opentext> If we will recall how Jesus Christ taught on the ten virgins, how that five were wise, and five were foolish; yet, all became a bit lackadaisical and slept. So complacency can set in if one does not remain diligent.

 

<opentext> Rom 13:11, And that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed. KJV

 

<opentext> Thus why Paul had warned the gentiles in Rome, just a bit earlier, to awake out of their stupor, and recognize where they should bi in their relationship with Him.

 

<opentext> Eph 5:14, Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ shall give thee light. KJV

 

<opentext> And we can see how they we are continually warned about getting to comfortable here, but rather that we should remain awake unto righteousness.

<opentext> Thus we can see then why Paul reminds us of all that we obtained in Christ, to be cognizant of this love and knowledge that we have, so that we can admonish or warn those that are around us.

<opentext> But, if we have gone to sleep also, then of what good will we be to those who are around us?

<at-peace> not much if any at all

<opentext> If the blind lead the blind, both fall into the ditch.

<opentext> So God's Word is given for my advantage, to grow in my relationship with Him, so that i can hear His counsel and guidance for this day, and as i continue the journey towards home.
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
