Romans 14:7-8 None of us lives to himself [but to the Lord], and none of us dies to himself [but to the Lord, for] 8 If we live, we live to the Lord, and if we die, we die to the Lord. So then, whether we live or we die, we belong to the Lord. AMP

 

Now one must keep in mind that Paul was addressing the fact that the people had become a bit traditionalist or even ritualistic in the things that they were doing in regarding days or foods in their everyday life. It is easy for us to look at them and wonder and marvel how people could be so easily duped into getting into ruts or routines as described by Paul. Yet, the fact is that each of us has similar hang-ups in certain areas of our own lives. It is just that since they have not been openly addressed [Father chastens and rebukes those whom He loves], one is seldom aware of these habits or routines that one has developed within their lives, until they are pointed out.
