<opentext> We thank you Father, for all that you have done for us this day, and all that you have yet in store for us…..and we give you Father, and you alone, all of the praise, honor, glory and thanksgiving through Christ Jesus our Lord, brother and mediator………

<opentext> Do you recognize where your strength has to come from? If it is from anywhere other than by Father through Jesus Christ, we are going to have problems. 

<opentext> We have to recognize that there are not great numbers that have sold out to the Lord Jesus Christ. Rather, that the majority are seeking their own gain, and going about to establish their own righteousness apart from Jesus Christ. This most often comes at the expense of others, since Father is not their total source.

<opentext> We have to be mindful of utilizing the whole armor of God, not just a little dab. 

<opentext> What does it take to be prepared for each day?

<mizpah^> praying and reading the Word

<opentext> It is only by God, through Jesus Christ that we can see, and be made aware of all of the craftiness of the devil. It is only by the Light of the gospel, that we can spot and expose the traps that the devil has set, just off of the straight and narrow path that leads to Father’s house.

<opentext> if our heart is not prepared, what good will we be to anyone?

<Stowe> won't be any good

<NowFaithIs> none

<opentext> we just saw a very good example of fleshly and head knowledge of the Word, but no heart knowledge

<NowFaithIs> we have to have a willing mind and a perfect heart

<opentext> no preparation of the Gospel of peace

<Stowe> even Jesus spent 40 days in the desert preparing himself spiritually before he ministered to the people

<opentext> exactly stowe...and most people can only see the physical side of it

<opentext> As we grow in His stature, we can then recognize the enemy for who and what he is. We are to be aware of all of the devils devices; and this can only come about through a working knowledge of the Word of God.

<NowFaithIs> they will so long as they don't see the mystery

<opentext> exactly....because they can not comprehend the fullness of God that was in Jesus Christ

<opentext> they see the Bible only as physical instruction, not spiritual 

<opentext> We have to study the Word, to find out all that has been made available to us, and then put it into application in our lives. This can only happen as we recognize all of the rights and authority that have been made available to us, when we became that new creation in Christ. 

<opentext> We, have to have done all to stand in the evil day, knowing that the love of money is the root of all evil. It does not say that money is evil, but rather when it becomes our priority, that we have lost our focus on the Word of God. Where is your focus?

<NowFaithIs> the Word of God

<mizpah^> Father and His Word

<opentext> isn't it amazing, that there is enough food here to feed all, but only man's greed that keeps that from happening

<Stowe> yes

<mizpah^> yes, it is

<NowFaithIs> yes

<opentext> We have to establish ourselves in the truth! It is His Word that is truth. You have to believe and trust God’s Word, more than that of any man. You have to become rooted and grounded in the truth of God’s Word, so that you are not tossed to and fro, by man’s ever changing ideas of what they think that God’s Word says.

<NowFaithIs> amen

<opentext> a prime example of man's ever changing ideas..is like this current thing they call holy laughter....

<opentext> I can not find anything like that in my Bible.....

<NowFaithIs> or the "slayed in the Spirit"

<opentext> yet, because some are doing , people are quick to follow what they see in the physical, without any scriptural backing

<opentext> We have to continue in the Word! Paul describes it quite well that we are in a race. Notice that it is singular, not a series of races. It is only as we continue in the Word, on a daily basis, that our spirit man can grow into the person that Father wants us to be. 

<opentext> For we know that grace and truth can only come by Jesus Christ. It is by grace, that we are saved through faith, and that not of works, lest any man should boast! We also need to be mindful of the fact, that faith can only be developed by giving audience to what Father is saying to us. We need to have ears that are ready and willing to listen.

<opentext> and yet, it is our spiritual ears that the Word is talking about, not our physical

<opentext> We have to recognize where our right standing with Father comes from and through. Christ is the wisdom of God, and the power of God! Christ is made unto me, wisdom, righteousness, redemption and sanctification. No one can force this on you; no, not even Father. 

<opentext> You, and you alone have to chose to serve God by your own free will. You, and only you, can accept the gift of Christ that He has made available to all those that will call upon His name. His righteousness is available to all that will believe and trust in Him.

<opentext> this is why it is so vital, that we renew our minds each and every day

<opentext> @read Romans 12:2

<Chatbot> (Romans 12:2) -- And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

<NowFaithIs> because if we are not renewing our minds in the Word, we will be renewing it in the world and the things therein

<opentext> exactly

<NowFaithIs> faith or fear

<mizpah^> the way one of us was trying to do last night

<opentext> we have to keep our feet on the straight and narrow path

<opentext> It is only now, at this point, that we are able to step out for Jesus Christ. It is only at this point that our feet have become somewhat prepared in the gospel of peace. This comes about, now that we are able to recognize that we are members of the body of Christ; just another obedient servant, seeking to do the will of God. We can only share with others, that portion of the Word of God that is real to us, and in operation in our own life.

<opentext> and what does this cause to happen to us?

<NowFaithIs> or on the other scope...

<Chatbot> (Philippians 3:14) -- I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.

<opentext> Go ye into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature, begins with the first step that you take out of your door. We want to run all over the world to preach the gospel, but yet, have we allowed those around us to see the Light of the glorious gospel of Jesus Christ shine from us? Isn’t it always easier to preach to those who do not know us? Those that can not see how we live our lives every day?

<Stowe> sure is

<opentext> Most people have a lot of head knowledge of the Word of God, but most of that is just from memorization or what we have heard others say. All to often, very little of it is in operation in our own life.

<opentext> 2091  hetoimasia- preparation; 1) the act of preparing  2) the condition of a person or thing so far forth as prepared, preparedness, readiness; from 2090; preparation: KJV-- preparation.

<mizpah^> to be ready to answer any man that asks of the hope that is in us

<opentext> very good answers

<opentext> In our society today, we have almost everything that is instant. We do not want to take time for anything, even the Word of God. We want everything our way, and we want it right now. Most, do not have the slightest idea what it is to prepare for anything, outside of rehearsed answers and responses.

<NowFaithIs> fast food gospel

<opentext> isn't that what we get at most buildings...rehearsed answers?

<NowFaithIs> YES

<mizpah^> yes

<opentext> we are taught how we should answer, according to the by-laws of where ever we are attending

<NowFaithIs> or according to the man made doctrine of that building

<opentext> Jesus Christ spoke only the Words He had heard the Father speak.....this should be our example

<opentext> this should be our preparation

<NowFaithIs> o/

<opentext> yes michie

<NowFaithIs> why is it that ppl get so defensive with you when you do just that...use scripture to speak that which you know is real?

<opentext> how do you mean?

<mizpah^> they want to hear man's explanation, not God's

<NowFaithIs> ok...like when speaking to my dad...I used scripture ref. to refer to what I was trying to relay to him...in what I believe

<NowFaithIs> and the more that I used scripture, the madder he seemed to get

<opentext> how often does any person like to hear that they are wrong?

<NowFaithIs> never!

<opentext> when in the flesh...correct

<NowFaithIs> :-/

<opentext> only those that are seeking the truth will hear the truth

<mizpah^> I used to cringe when people would talk about the Bible before I was saved

<NowFaithIs> just seems to me that if it is scripture that brings about life...you would think they would want to hear the Word not just my words

<opentext> but unless they are seeking, they cannot hear it, because their heart is not open to receive

<NowFaithIs> ok, that is true

<NowFaithIs> like whenever they stoned or attacked Jesus every time it was mentioned that He was the Christ?

<opentext> most want the security that they are going to heaven, and then not have to do any more about it

<NowFaithIs> nod

<opentext> exactly, because they thought they had the truth

<NowFaithIs> ok

<opentext> Paul thought he was doing God a service by killing the Christians...until he heard the truth

<opentext> Most people, when looking at Paul’s epistles, have no concept of the time span that is involved. They fail to recognize, that Paul did not have a New Testament to read, but rather had to hear Father for all that he transcribed. 

<Stowe> and God did not hold that against him, because He knew Paul's heart

<opentext> exactly stowe

<opentext> but you can be sure that the devil threw it in Paul's face many times

<NowFaithIs> thorn in his flesh

<opentext> exactly

<opentext> Our feet, are to be shod in the preparation of the gospel of peace. We are saved by grace through faith, and not that of works, lest any man should boast. Our feet can only be properly shod, when we continue in the Word of God. The questions before each of us though, is how often do we take the time to be sure of where each of our steps is placed? Do we study the Word enough, to recognize Father’s voice, that we can hear His instructions clearly?

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<opentext> you should see some of the looks I get when I share with people that Father speaks to me

<opentext> Ps 119:9-16, 9 Wherewithal shall a young man cleanse his way? by taking heed thereto according to thy word. 10 With my whole heart have I sought thee: O let me not wander from thy commandments. 11 Thy word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin against thee. 12 Blessed art thou, O LORD: teach me thy statutes. 

<opentext> 13 With my lips have I declared all the judgments of thy mouth. 14 I have rejoiced in the way of thy testimonies, as much as in all riches. 15 I will meditate in thy precepts, and have respect unto thy ways. 16 I will delight myself in thy statutes: I will not forget thy word. (KJV)

<opentext> Have you ever tried to walk down a cinder covered path in your bare feet? It will cause one to have sore feet in a very short period of time. It also causes one to be aware of where each step is placed, since the feet can be very sensitive.

<opentext> As we continue in the Word of God, it is His Word that will illuminate our path, and show us where the next step should go. Yet, most of us do not want to take the time that is necessary for our spirit man’s needs, to become rooted and grounded in the Word. We all want to start out at the head, as well as the top of the class. Why is this?

<NowFaithIs> that is the way the world has taught us

<Stowe> only those at the top are successful according to the world

<opentext> very good stowe

<NowFaithIs> we don't want to take the time

<opentext> @read James 3:1

<Chatbot> (James 3:1) -- My brethren, be not many masters, knowing that we shall receive the greater condemnation.

<opentext> how many stop to realize that Father holds us accountable for every idle word we speak?

<NowFaithIs> I do

<opentext> how many recall, that we will be held accountable for any we lead astray?

<NowFaithIs> I do

<opentext> everyone in the flesh likes the praise and adulation of other men

<opentext> what we forget, is that Jesus Christ became a servant....

<opentext> He set the example that we are to follow....

<opentext> Back in the mid 1960’s, I believed very strongly in the freedom and security of our country, the United States of America. So much so that I joined the U.S. Marine Corps to do my part, in Vietnam.

<NowFaithIs> and a servant is not greater than his master

<opentext> exactly

<opentext> Being young and naïve, I thought that one would spend a few weeks in training, and then be shipped over there to do our part for maintaining freedom. How wrong I was.

<opentext> When first getting into boot camp, one of the first things that comes to a full realization, is that you are no longer your own person; and neither is it your time anymore. You are totally under the direction and guidance of the Marine Corps, with their representative the Drill Instructor, as your personal trainer, so to speak. 

<opentext> You eat when they tell you to eat. You sleep when they tell you to sleep. Each and every thing that you do, is in accordance with their plans, and according to their scheduling. You learn to work together as a team; with the team being no faster than the slowest person in that team.

<opentext> As one was going through basic training, one of the things that seemed to be totally absurd, was the repetition of all the things that we did. As a team, you kept going over and over the basics. At the time that you were going through all this, one had no concept of the purpose or sanity of  it all.  

<opentext> Finally, after 16 weeks of basic training, you would graduate from boot camp, providing you met their criteria for graduating. The only thing was, that you now found that you had to go through 10 more weeks of infantry training. Back to the bottom of the ladder again!

<opentext> So after 10 more weeks of training, and some leave, you thought that you would be ready for duty in Vietnam, but now you find you have to go through more training to find  how to adapt to the style of fighting that was taking place over there, as well as understanding of the terrain.

<opentext> Finally, you were on your way to Vietnam. After arriving there, and spending a week or two in combat; all of a sudden you had a full realization of what they had been trying to get through your thick and stubborn skull. They had wanted the basics of what they were attempting to teach you, to become a very part of your being. Now, you hoped that you could remember and be mindful of the things that they had tried to teach you. For your very life, and those

<opentext> this is what many miss, as Father tires to teach us the basics of His Word

<opentext> we have to become rooted and grounded in the truth

<opentext> sometimes....we have to go over and over things until they become real, alive, and a way of life for us

<Stowe> too bad our Bible Schools don't follow the example of the military boot camps

<opentext> yes, and had people that lived the Word, and not just quoted the Word

<opentext> It is at times like that, when one does a very close self examination. You wished that you had paid closer attention to that which had been taught. Being young and foolish though, we have a tendency to believe that older people do not know what they are talking about, until it is to late. At this point and time, being properly trained, was indeed a matter of life and death.

<opentext> How prepared are you in the Word of God? Do you fully realize, that it is a matter of life and death? Not only to you, but also to all of those  you try to instruct in the Word of God? How sure of everything that you share, and would you bet your life on, is in total agreement with God’s Word?

<opentext> this is why we study for Father's approval, and not man's

<opentext> this is why each of us has to learn to rightly divide the Word of truth'
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<opentext> many times I want to tell Father...but we have already been over this portion of scripture.....at this point I have closed my ears to learning

<opentext> anybody else done this besides me?

<NowFaithIs> o/ me!

<Stowe> yes

<mizpah^> me, too

<opentext> and as soon as we have done that, we have closed our ears to hearing Father's instructions....

<opentext> what has happened to our being prepared?

<Stowe> down the tubes ...

<mizpah^> we are no longer being prepared

<opentext> exactly

<opentext> we have to get our fingers out of our ears...and hear what Father has for us to get us through this day

<opentext> For the most part, we do not have any idea of what the Spirit of God is saying through Paul in these few verses  in the book of Ephesians. We know that Jesus Christ has come into our life, but we have not taken the time to become established in the basics of understanding of God’s Word. 

<opentext> We have not taken the time to find out who or what we are in Christ Jesus. If you have not taken the time to be prepared in the basics of Christianity, and allow the Word of God to become a part of your very nature; how can you ever be sure of giving the proper answer to every man that asks of the hope that is within you?

<NowFaithIs> you cannot

<opentext> correct

<NowFaithIs> yet most churches preach doing just that to brand new Christians, before they have received much instruction at all

<opentext> When we start out as young Christian’s in the Word, it is kind of like entering into boot camp. There are something’s that has to become a part of our very nature if we are going to grow into the person that Father wants us to be. The thing that is hardest as we begin to make ourselves ready in the Word of truth, is getting rid of all the things that we have learned that are contrary to the Word of God.

<opentext> These are just like weeds in a garden. If we just give a quick yank on the head of the weed, not all is removed, but rather the root is left, and it will not be long before it shows itself again, with more strength and determination. We are the ones that allowed the weed in there in the first place, and we now have to take the time to get rid of all of it; and most often, this is more work than we really wanted to do.

The reasoning behind this, is that if your feet are not sound, you become a hindrance to the team. You not only slow them down, but you can jeopardize the whole mission, as well as putting your comrades lives in serious jeopardy.

<opentext> how sound and pure it is

<opentext> then we had to realize where are righteousness comes from

<opentext> and now we are seeing how we have to be prepared in the Word

<opentext> all revelation on the measure of the gift of Christ

<opentext> and how much Father has made available to us if we but take the time to stop and listen

<opentext> we have to learn to allow it to become a part of our very nature.....a part of our very being

<opentext> tomorrow morning, we will finish up on the feet...being properly shod

<HisMusic> If you read the verses before 17 it talks about how can anyone be saved if they don't hear and how can they hear if no one tells them.
