How easy is it for one to be swayed by what others are saying?


Proverbs 6:16-17 These six things doth the LORD hate: yea, seven are an abomination unto him: 17 A proud look, a lying tongue, and hands that shed innocent blood, KJV


God estimates men, not from their outward circumstances, but from their character. All whose hearts and lives are defiled with wicked practices are abominable in his sight, however high their reputation among men. (From Family Bible Notes) 

 

The difference between pride, and confidence!

 

Proverbs 26:16 The sluggard is wiser in his own conceit than seven men that can render a reason. KJV

 

So wretchedly besotted is he that he takes his slothfulness to be his wisdom; he thinks it is his wisdom to make much of himself, and take all the ease he can get, and do no more in religion than he needs must, to avoid suffering, to sit still and see what other people do, that he may have the pleasure of finding fault with them. Of such sluggards, who are proud of that which is their shame, there is little hope. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

The sluggard's course is foolish and ruinous, yet he thinks himself wiser than all his advisers. They who have no good reason to give for their conduct, are most inclined to despise the counsels of the wise. (From Family Bible Notes)

 

The thoughtless being ignorant of their ignorance are conceited. (From Jamieson- Fausset-Brown Commentary)

 

Haughtiness, conceitedness of ourselves, and contempt of others-- a proud look. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

1 Peter 5:6 Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of God, that he may exalt you in due time: KJV
 

The difference between going boldly (being confident) before the throne of God, and yet being humble before Him. Knowing that it is not of works (anything that we can do, other than believing God) that we are saved, but rather by grace through faith.

 

[Humble yourselves] Those who submit patiently to the dispensations of God's providence he lifts up; those who lift themselves up, God thrusts down. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Philippians 2:7-8 But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: 8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. KJV

 

Humility is the great preserver of peace and order in all Christian churches and societies, consequently pride is the great disturber of them, and the cause of most dissensions and breaches in the church. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

Falsehood, and fraud, and dissimulation. Next to a proud look nothing is more an abomination to God than a lying tongue; nothing more sacred than truth, nor more necessary to conversation than speaking truth. God and all good men hate and abhor lying. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

Cruelty and blood-thirstiness. The devil was, from the beginning, a liar and a murderer <Jn. 8:44>, and therefore, as a lying tongue, so hands that shed innocent blood are hateful to God, because they have in them the devil's image and do him service. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)
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
