30 January 2005 Sunday Food for thought!

John 15:5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing. KJV


How often have you looked at a tree and said, look at how beautiful that branch makes the tree look? That just does not happen. People will say look at how beautiful the tree looks, but seldom will they ever base the looks of the tree off of what a single branch looks like. People in their ignorance, may focus on the fruit a tree may have, and forget that without the vine and the branches, there would be no fruit.

1 Peter 3:3-4 Whose adorning let it not be that outward adorning of plaiting the hair, and of wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel; But let it be the hidden man of the heart, in that which is not corruptible, even the ornament of a meek and quiet spirit, which is in the sight of God of great price. (KJV)

John 7:24 Judge not according to the appearance, but judge righteous judgment. (KJV)
Galatians 5:22-25 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law. And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts. If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit. (KJV)
Ephesians 5:8-11 For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk as children of light: (For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth;) Proving what is acceptable unto the Lord. And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them. (KJV)

How often is a person content with just being a branch? Is one content to be a part of the tree? Together, with the Lord, we can do those things that are pleasing to Father. Apart from Him, one places themselves in a very precarious position. Food for thought!
