Today, are you following and serving Him, or some other persons ideas and ideals?

 
1 Peter 2:21 For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that ye should follow his steps: KJV

 

[Christ also suffered for us] And left us the example of his meekness and gentleness; for when he was reviled, he reviled not again. Ye cannot expect to fare better than your master; imitate his example, and his Spirit shall comfort and sustain you. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

[That ye should follow his steps] That we should follow him, as if we trod exactly along behind him, and should place our feet precisely where his were. The meaning is, that there should be the closest imitation or resemblance. (From Barnes' Notes)

 

Colossians 2:8 Take care that nobody captures you by the idle fancies of his so-called philosophy, following human tradition and the world's crude notions instead of Christ. (William's New Testament)
 

When men could not make revelation even seem to tell about deep mysteries which they were curious to pry into, they brought in human philosophy and pretended traditions to help it, as if one should bring a lamp to the sun-dial to find the hour. (From Jamieson, Fausset, and Brown Commentary)

 

Jesus Christ was plain to tell us, that it is the truth of God’s Word that sets a person free, and will keep them free, if they continue in it. Thus, why one is to study for God’s approval, rightly dividing the Word of truth by being led and guided into all truth by the Spirit of truth. This will take a concerted effort on the part of the believer, to maintain this relationship in and on a daily basis.
