Bible Study Monday 30 September 2002

 

What if today, you make the effort not to doubt or question His counsel for you?

 

1 Corinthians 2:6-7 Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are perfect: yet not the wisdom of this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to nought: 7 But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory: KJV

 

One often tries to impress God with the things that they do or say each day. The apostle Paul explained it quite well, that we should present ourselves to God, a living sacrifice. 

 

Romans 12:1 I plead with you therefore, brethren, by the compassions of God, to present all your faculties to Him as a living and holy sacrifice acceptable to Him. This with you will be an act of reasonable worship. (Weymouth's New Testament)

 

Jesus Christ said that the words that He speaks to us, are Spirit, and they are life. So, we can see then, that it implies that one must be born again by the Spirit of Christ; they must be living and abiding in the truth of God’s Word, Christ; that their rationale or thinking process has to be in line with His Word in order for one to maintain their walk on the strait and narrow path.

 

Yet, how often does one present all of their faculties to God, alive in Christ? After all, it is in Christ that we are the new creation. It is only as one lives in Christ, that old things are dead and buried, passed away. Abiding in Him at all times, in all situations, not just when it seems or appears convenient.
