<opentext> Rom 8:24-25, 24 For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope: for what a man seeth, why doth he yet hope for? 25 But if we hope for that we see not, then do we with patience wait for it. KJV

 

<opentext> We are saved by grace, through faith in God and His Word once delivered to us by and through Christ Jesus.

<opentext> Now, when we were first saved, even though we believed God and His Word, it was at that point in our walk and relationship with Him, that one "hoped for the reality of His Word to come to pass.

<opentext> When one begins to understand the reality of the mystery of the gospel, what then happens to that hope?

<helpmate> it becomes alive and real… we are given to know

<at-peace> one begins to know... the fulfilment of our hope

<greg> it becomes our expectation

<opentext> It becomes alive and real in one's life. For we are "to know" the love of God, because the eyes of our understanding is enlightened. What was once hope, is now the expectation of that which God says, to manifest within the believers life.

<opentext> We are risen with Him. We are seated in the heavenlies in Christ Jesus. But, one has to see this, by knowing who they are in Christ, by passing through the veil of the flesh.

<opentext> It is all a part of the growing process, of having Christ revealed within the life of the believer.

<opentext> When Father first talks with a person in and on a certain area within their life, one first hopes that that which Father has spoken will then come to pass. As one allows His Spirit to lead them and guide them into all truth concerning that area, the hope is then replaced by wisdom and knowledge of the situation that God is addressing.

<opentext> It is no longer hope, but is now a certainty, it is fact, it is truth that one allows to now operate in the area of their walk and life.

<opentext> So when God speaks something to us, and one only has hope, then what should be their next step that they take?

<helpmate> we have to have patience and wait to hear what He has for us....be still and know that I am God

<at-peace> hold fast to what one has heard

<chosen> seek a deeper understanding of it, and allow Him to teach us how to apply it to our life in that area

<greg> give more earnest heed to that which we have heard, and not let it slip

<greg> being faithful in little things, so we will build that confidence

<opentext> Good answers. When it is still hope, then one has to patiently wait for God to unfold that which He is talking with us in and on. One has to be still and know that He is God, and that there is no good thing which He will withhold from us.

<opentext> One has to wait for Him to reveal His Son within us in that portion of our walk and life, so that it becomes a fact to us.

<opentext> So what is it then, when people get ahead of God?

<helpmate> impatience....God is not going to do it when "i" want it, so i will do it my self

<opentext> Have you ever been stuck on a project, with no certainty of what to do next, and someone says something that no one else understands, but for you, it gave you the exact solution for the obstacle that you were facing?

<opentext> Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities:  That area in our walk that we are stalled at, that one is having trouble yet believing God to move in, one has to patiently with for His Spirit to reveal to us, that which is essential to remove that mountain that is blocking our view.

<opentext> If a person is given a map, they hope that the directions they are given along with the map are correct and true. And, once they see the destination, they no longer have hope, but that hope has now been turned into certainty, fact, reality.
