Bible Study Thursday 4 July 2002


As long as things are going well, or to what we consider being good or favorable, we will side with Him; however, if things get tough, will one still side with Him?

2 Timothy 3:12 Yes, indeed, everyone who wants to live a godly life as a follower of Christ Jesus will be persecuted. (William's New Testament)

How often does a person base their Christianity, by how things are going in the physical or natural realm?

 

Romans 8:35-37 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 36 As it is written, For thy sake we are killed all the day long; we are accounted as sheep for the slaughter. 37 Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us. KJV

 

Romans 8:35-37 Who can separate us from Christ's love? Can suffering or misfortune or persecution or hunger or destitution or danger or the sword? 36. As the Scripture says: "For your sake we are being put to death the livelong day; we are treated like sheep to be slaughtered." 37. And yet in all these things we keep on gloriously conquering through Him who loved us. (Williams New Testament)

 

Therefore the question is not, Who shall separate the love of Christ from us? Or, who shall prevent Christ from loving us? But the real question is: "Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?" Who or what shall be able to remove our affection from Him? (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

The thing which most often forget, is that it is only you, that can separate yourself from God. Thus, why our relationship with Him is so vital. 

 

Yes, the devil will try to distract us with all kinds of pitfalls in this world, but that is where we have to remember that we are not of this world but are only passing through.

 

`None of these, nor all of them together, how terrible soever to the flesh, are tokens of God's wrath, or the least ground for doubt of His love.' And from whom could such a question come better than from one who had himself for Christ's sake endured so much? (From Jamieson, Fausset, and Brown Commentary)

 

Then he emphatically declares that none of these things shall be able to separate us from the love God manifests, this love that is in Christ Jesus our Lord. The power of God's love is a theme that can never be exhausted. (From Wycliffe Commentary)

 

Just as Paul told the people in the letter to Hebrews, that when they shall fall away, you are not able to renew them to repentance, for this is something only they can do. There is but one savior! Are you going to try to take His place?

 

It will not, it cannot, separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. It cannot cut off or impair our love to God, or God's to us; nothing does it, can do it, but sin. Observe, The love that exists between God and true believers is through Christ. He is the Mediator of our love: it is in and through him that God can love us and that we dare love God. This is the ground of the stedfastness of the love; therefore God rests in his love, because Jesus Christ, in whom he loves us, is the same yesterday, to-day, and forever.
