<opentext> Matt 12:33 Either make the tree good, and his fruit good; or else make the tree corrupt, and his fruit corrupt: for the tree is known by his fruit. (KJV)

 

<opentext> He is the vine, and we are [supposed to be] the branches.

<opentext> Jesus Christ only did those things He saw the Father do, and only spoke those things which He heard the Father speak. Out of the abundance of His heart, He spoke those things that we true, and just and honest. Thus producing good fruit.

<opentext> Jesus Christ set the example that we too should follow.

 

<opentext> Matt 12:34O generation of vipers, how can ye, being evil, speak good things? for out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh. 35 A good man out of the good treasure of the heart bringeth forth good things: and an evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth evil things. (KJV)

 

<opentext> Out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks. It shows us why it is imperative that one is watchful and attentive to that which they speak. But, it also shows us what has to be in the heart.

<opentext> What is in our heart and mind, will determine which tree one is a part of.

<opentext> By our words, one is justified or condemned. Yet, how often does one forget the consequences that one's words can bring about?

<disciple> becoming more aware daily, as i mature in the Word

<helpmate> one usually does not stop to think about that before they speak....once it is said, it can never be taken back

<chosen> at times

 

<opentext> Isa 26:3 Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on thee: because he trusteth in thee. (KJV)

 

<opentext> What is it that one entertains their mind with? Paul tells us what things we should be thinking and meditating on in Phil 4.

<opentext> Yet, how easy is it to allow those around us, to formulate what one is thinking, rather then that which is good for us?

<disciple> if we do not maintain our focus on Father, at all times, it can be very easy

<helpmate> very easy if we do not keep our mind renewed in the Lord daily

<opentext> None of us started out in the Lord's vineyard, and it does not matter at what hour one came into it to work, it is essential though that one does not get discouraged and finishes the work day there.

<opentext> How easy is it to get discouraged because there are so few working in His vineyard?

<helpmate> most think when they see so few working that they are doing all the work and everyone else is going to get all the benefits without doing anything....but each one has to work out their own salvation

<disciple> one has to maintain their eye on what Father has for them, not others

<at-peace> it can be easy if we focus on the number of people instead of keeping the focus on the work at hand

<opentext> How easily distracting can it be to observe that which is going on outside of His vineyard?

<chosen> can be easy when there is no one in the physical to fellowship with in truth

<disciple> keeping the eye single, on Father...anything else will be a distraction thrown in by the enemy

<opentext> Whether it was Jesus Christ, or any of the apostles or prophets, didn't these same scenarios face them? And if so, how did they overcome them?

<disciple> by the Word of God...walking by faith

<at-peace> yes, by keeping their heart and mind focused on Father….the work at hand

<helpmate> seeking Father first in all things

 

<opentext> John 14:12 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father. (KJV)

 

<opentext> The Forerunner has set the proven path, to not only know that it is possible, but to also know that it is attainable.

 

<opentext> Rom 6:23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. KJV

 

<opentext> There is a payment that is required for sin [disobedience to God's word]. Yet, when one strays from His grace, how often do they think about the payment that is going to be required for that transgression?

<disciple> most don't think about the consequences of sin

<chosen> most don’t like to think of any consequence

<helpmate> most do not even give it a second thought....not even a first

<at-peace> when one strays they are not usually thinking of the consequences or the price of the transgression....obedience is better than sacrifice

<opentext> The gift of God is eternal life, for those that choose to eat and partake of the tree of life, and continue that pattern until the end [in all actuality the new beginning of life within His kingdom].

<opentext> Today, each of us has the opportunity, to be a partaker of His divine nature, and live pleasing to the Father. The alternative one does not want to even give thought to!
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
