Proverbs 3:11 My son, despise not the chastening of the LORD; neither be weary of his correction: KJV
Teaching is essentially necessary to show the man the way in which he is to go; discipline is necessary to render that teaching effectual; and, often, correction is requisite in order to bring the mind into submission, without which it cannot acquire knowledge. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
How many times in the past, did one totally ignore the speed bump, and that which it was trying to say to you?

 

Romans 10:3 For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God. (KJV)

 

Any time one ignores God’s counsel, aren’t they trying to establish their own righteousness? 

 

The nature of their unbelief. They have not submitted themselves to the righteousness of God, that is, they have not yielded to gospel-terms, nor accepted the tender of justification by faith in Christ, which is made in the gospel. Unbelief is a non-submission to the righteousness of God, standing it out against the gospel proclamation of indemnity. Have not submitted. In true faith, there is need of a great deal of submission; therefore the first lesson Christ teaches is to deny ourselves. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

To ignores God’s laws, is to ignore His love! So then, if one is ignoring God’s love, then they are also rejecting God’s love. And if they are rejecting God’s love, then they are ignoring and avoiding Father’s instruction for one to maintain their walk in and on that strait and narrow path.
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
