Bible Study Friday 5 April 2002 

What is it that is of most value to you this day?

Hebrews 11:26 Esteeming the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures in Egypt: for he had respect unto the recompence of the reward. KJV

            In many ways Moses exemplified the life of faith. By faith his parents hid him in defiance of a specific royal command (<Exo 1:16-22>). He was a proper or beautiful child, thus a portent of future blessing from God. Later, Moses himself, by faith, made proper choices. Son of Pharaoh's daughter. A phrase symbolic of rank, indicating the rank of prince. Moses chose God's people and the promises of God even though this meant affliction and adversity. In this, Moses became the deliverer of a hopeless people (<Exo 2>). He also chose not to enjoy the temporary pleasures of sin (Alf, p. 224). The reproach of Christ. Moses seemingly comprehended Messianic truth; hence his choice of faith in the Messiah. This reproach was borne by Christ, and it is likewise borne by those who faithfully serve him. This passage suggests that Moses had Christ in view. (From Wycliffe Commentary)

            Moses also chose to leave Egypt. Again, with Christ in view, he discounted both the riches of the land of his birth and the power and prestige of its Pharaoh, or king. (From Wycliffe Commentary)

            Is the kingdom of God our most prized possession to us at this very moment? Many say that God is their first priority, until it comes time for choices and decisions to be made in and for their life.

Luke 9:57-62 And, as they proceeded on their way, a man came to Him and said, "I will follow you wherever you go." 58 "The foxes have holes," said Jesus, "and the birds of the air have nests; but the Son of Man has nowhere to lay His head." 59 "Follow me," He said to another. "Master," the man replied, "allow me first to go and bury my father." 60 "Leave the dead," Jesus rejoined, "to bury their own dead; but you must go and announce far and wide the coming of the Kingdom of God." 61 "Master," said yet another, "I will follow you; but allow me first to go and say good-bye to my friends at home." 62 Jesus answered him, "No one who has put his hand to the plough, and then looks behind him, is fit for the Kingdom of God.
