<opentext> Rom 15:4-5, 4 For whatsoever things were written aforetime were written for our learning, that we through patience and comfort of the scriptures might have hope. 5 Now the God of patience and consolation grant you to be likeminded one toward another according to Christ Jesus: KJV

 

<opentext> Rom 15:4, For whatever was thus written in former days was written for our instruction, that by [our steadfast and patient] endurance and the encouragement [drawn] from the Scriptures we might hold fast to and cherish hope. AMP

 

<opentext> Whatever was written in the former days, was written for our instruction for this very moment, yet, one has to be willing to hear it, accept it into their life, and become that active participant in and of the divine nature of Christ.

<opentext> This gospel message is about Father's family, and what it takes to become a part of it, and what is required to then remain a part of it.

<opentext> It gives one the opportunity to be delivered from the power of darkness, and to be translated into the kingdom of His dear Son, and then how to remain risen with Him.

<opentext> This is about we, the body of Christ, and not about individuals.  After all, Christ is the head of the body, even though it is made up of many members.

<opentext> It is interesting that when the Lord gave the disciples the outline for prayer, He stated that they should ask, "give us this day, this moment, our daily bread".

<opentext> Just as Paul says that these scriptures were given for "our" learning; and that "we' through patience and comfort of the scriptures might have hope or confidence in the promises of God.

<opentext> Yet, how often is it that Christianity becomes personalized and individualized, rather then being about "His church"?

<disciple> when one does not realize how essential each member of the body is...thinking one person is the crucial tie that binds, rather than Father

<chosen> Jesus Christ died for each and every person, that all may have the opportunity of coming to know Him

<helpmate> when a person thinks that they do not need someone else...all they need is Father...which is true, but He also said not to forsake the gathering of the brethren

<opentext> How often are those who are weak in the faith, looked down at by those "who think" they are strong in the faith?

<chosen> when pride gets in

<helpmate> some think more highly of themselves

<opentext> Learning to be that example of the believer, so that one is able to encourage those around them, rather then becoming a stumblingblock. Learning to hear Father on how to exhort one another. That constant battle to keep the lower nature out of the picture, so that all that one says, and all that they do, will have the objective of being pleasing to Father.

 

<opentext> Rom 15:5, Now may the God Who gives the power of patient endurance (steadfastness) and Who supplies encouragement, grant you to live in such mutual harmony and such full sympathy with one another, in accord with Christ Jesus, AMP

 

<opentext> How often are we as patient with others, remembering how patient Father has been with us?

<helpmate> it should be always...but it is not always that way :-(

<at-peace> more often than yesterday…as i grow and mature in Him

<disciple> we need to be

<opentext> If one is not mindful of these things, how can they expect to be able to minister grace to the hearer? Won't they be serving their own agenda rather then Father's?

<helpmate> they won't be able to and yes they are

<chosen> yes they would be              <disciple> yes

<at-peace> one is to be a helper of another's faith and without grace one would be unable to minister grace to the hearer

 

<opentext> Rom 15:6, That together you may [unanimously] with united hearts and one voice, praise and glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ (the Messiah). AMP

 

<opentext> Unanimously; yet how often are there many voices and opinions expressed, rather then one voice in agreement with Father?

<helpmate> if it is not totally accordingly to His scripture, then it is in opposition to Him

<chosen> one can see that often, opinion's of man, rather than God

<opentext> How often does one come to learn from Him and of Him, rather then just picking and choosing that which they want to hear and receive?

<helpmate> that is the way that it looks nowadays, they only do the part that makes them look good, the part that would make them uncomfortable they sweep under the rug so they can not see it

<at-peace> when one is seeking sincerely with pure motives of the heart

<chosen> choosing this day who we will to serve, rather than choosing what bits we will listen to
