The verse that we are currently studying in the daily Bible studies, are very important for us to understand, so that we are able to comprehend exactly what Paul is addressing to the believer here.

 

Romans 8:26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. KJV

 


Have you ever watched young children play? Did you observe how all of a sudden, all of the toys are theirs, and they see no reason to share?

 


Notice how Paul says in the above verse, “our infirmities”! We have taken possession of them, and we do not want to let them go without a fight, just the same way that children want to hoard those toys just for themselves. How often does one become possessive about the wrong things?

 

Matthew 8:17 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses. (KJV)
