Bible Study Sunday 8 December 2002

 

What exactly is your faith based in and on, a fact, or a myth? 

 

John 17:3 And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. (KJV)

 

Life eternal is only by knowing the one, true God, and Jesus Christ whom He sent as the total sacrifice for sin. The gospels give one the insights to Him and the Message that He once delivered, for whosoever would believe. The epistles then give us a guideline for the life of faith that one must live in accordance with this Message, to receive or obtain eternal life.

 

As with so many things in life, one does not always give full attention to the details, but rather they often just skim over it, and pick and choose that which they want to hear, and maybe obey. 

 

[This is life eternal] The salvation purchased by Christ, and given to them who believe, is called life:

1. Because the life of man was forfeited to divine justice; and the sacrifice of Christ redeemed him from that death to which he was exposed.

2. Because the souls of men were dead in trespasses and sins; and Christ quickens them by his word and Spirit.

3. Because men who are not saved by the grace of Christ do not live, they only exist, no good purpose of life being answered by them. But when they receive this salvation they live-- answer all the divine purposes, are happy in themselves, useful to each other, and bring glory to God.

4. It is called eternal life to show that it reaches beyond the limits of time, and that it necessarily implies--

a. The immortality of the soul;

b. the resurrection of the body; and

c. that it is never to end, hence called a life ever living; being or existence.

And indeed no words can more forcibly convey the idea of eternity than these. It is called THAT eternal life, by way of eminence. There may be an eternal existence without blessedness; but this is that eternal life with which infinite happiness is inseparably connected. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
