8 January 2006 Sunday Food for thought!

 

John 6:53-61 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you. 54 Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day. 55 For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. 56 He that eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I in him. 57 As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even he shall live by me. 58 This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever. 59 These things said he in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum. 60 Many therefore of his disciples, when they had heard this, said, This is an hard saying; who can hear it? 61 When Jesus knew in himself that his disciples murmured at it, he said unto them, Doth this offend (to trip up, to offend, to cause one to stumble) you? KJV

 

            We are to be partakers in and of the divine nature of Christ. Jesus Christ was the forerunner who went before us to show us how to hear the Message sent by the Father through the Son, receive that which is presented to us, and then applying that which we have heard to our life and walk in the Spirit. Yet, how often is it that that which the Father asks of us, does offend us? What kind of excuses does one use for not hearing and obeying that which the Father has asked of us?

 

            It is not that God asks that of us, so that He can be the cause of us stumbling, but rather that one makes the decision to do that which is contrary to that which God is asking of us. Is it hard at times to do that which He asks of us? Yes, it is, because that is an area where the lower nature has lived and been comfortable for a long time, and does not want to comply with that which was asked of us. And when one fails to hear and obey, they will often blame everyone else around them, rather than to comply with that which God asks of them.

 

            Are you doing all that God has asked of you this day? Or do His words offend you? Food for thought!
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
