<opentext> Rom 10:1-2, 1 Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God for Israel is, that they might be saved. 2 For I bear them record that they have a zeal of God, but not according to knowledge. KJV

 

<opentext> As we will recall from chapter 9, that Paul was giving us an insight as to why Israel made the assumptions that they were in God's grace. There are many people that have the appearance of being religious, live what the world calls a good life, but yet are lacking that which God says is required to gain entrance into His kingdom.

<opentext> There are many people that have a zeal for God, however, it is not according to His knowledge.

 

<opentext> Rom 10:1-2, 1 BRETHREN, [with all] my heart's desire and goodwill for [Israel], I long and pray to God that they may be saved. 2 I bear them witness that they have a [certain] zeal and enthusiasm for God, but it is not enlightened and according to [correct and vital] knowledge. AMP

 

<opentext> In Christ are all of the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. Christ is the power and wisdom of God. A person can have all of the zeal in this world, but if they have not Christ, then the Word is very clear to say that they are not one of His.

<opentext> Yet, how often, how easy is it for people to follow the traditions and doctrines of man, rather then seeking out first hand knowledge from God?

<disciple> depends on how lazy they have became...most will seek men's wisdom before Father

 

<opentext> So how is it then, that one acquires knowledge?

<disciple> knowledge should be gained from the Source...training one's ear to listen to Father's voice and gain their knowledge from Him...no matter what vessel He decides to use

<chosen> by and through Christ

<at-peace> diligently seeking the truth from the source of all creation and then applying to their walk in a relationship with Him as the Spirit leads and guides…walking by faith ... living by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God

 

<opentext> So we would all agree then, to find out first hand knowledge, one should go to the source. Now, for myself, when i was going to school a few years ago, we were taught things for history; but, many years later, some of what they taught was proved to be false.

<opentext> Man always has a way of trying to embellish things, that is, as the world says, to stretch the truth. If it is not first hand knowledge, then no matter how polished it may sound or appear, the truth altered is a lie.

<opentext> Yet, how often is it that one will simply take someone else's word for something, rather then putting in the time and effort to seek and have the truth in a given situation?

<disciple> shouldn't happen, but most usually it does...we should all be like the Berean’s

<chosen> when lazy

<at-peace> for many if they are looking at the man instead of listening in the Spirit will be blinded by the great swelling words

 

<opentext> So as we can see then, how easy it is to take someone else's word for something; and because one did not seek the truth in the situation, would end up spreading a lie, even though their intentions may have been good.

<opentext> Have you ever added something to something that you knew, and wanted to share, just because it made it sound a bit better? Or might hold a persons interest a bit more?

<opentext> So we can see then, how easy it is to get caught up in a lie, if one does not always seek the truth, And this can only be accomplished by going to the source.
