Romans 5:5 And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us. KJV

 

How is this love of God shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost?

This has all originated with God, for He through Christ has reconciled me to Himself and has given me the ministry of reconciliation. (Williams New Testament)
