Bible Study Monday July 9, 2001

<his> Father, thank you for the blessing of being able to come before you through Jesus Christ our Lord and Savior to learn more of You. Thank for all that You have provided for this purpose and thank You that You have already prepared that which You know each person who partakes of this study has need of to continue in that which You ask of them.
<opentext> 1 Cor 14:33For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace, as in all churches of the saints. 34Let your women keep silence in the churches: for it is not permitted unto them to speak; but they are commanded to be under obedience, as also saith the law. 35And if they will learn any thing, let them ask their husbands at home: for it is a shame for women to speak in the church. (KJV)
<opentext> Joel 2:28And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions: 29And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will I pour out my spirit. (KJV)

<opentext> Note, that the sons and daughters may prophesy; that is to speak under God's inspiration.
<opentext> And Luke confirmed this in Acts chapter two, that this did come to pass.
<opentext> God will use whomever He chooses to use. However, God always has things done decently and in order, and that is the key to remember here.
<opentext> Just as Paul said here in verse 33...God does not author confusion.
<opentext> 1 Cor 14:36What? came the word of God out from you? or came it unto you only? (KJV)

<opentext> One has to understand that Paul was not trying to enforce the law here. (Since we know that those who have placed themselves back under the law have fallen from grace)
<opentext> Paul was speaking a bit sarcastically here. One must remember Anna who was ministering in the temple at the same time Simeon was. And throughout the OT we see many women that God used.

<opentext> And we see it continued in the NT as well. It is always a matter of seeking God's answers for it, rather then seeking man's.
<opentext> How many of you here, have an exclusive contract with God for hearing His Word? That is, only you can hear it and no one else.

<opentext> We sometimes forget who is the Potter, and who is the clay. Learning to operate within God's guidelines, not man's.
<opentext> So it is always crucial, that one reads God's words on a subject, rather then taking man's word for what they think that it says.
<opentext> 1 Cor 14:36What? came the word of God out from you? or came it unto you only? 37If any man think himself to be a prophet, or spiritual, let him acknowledge that the things that I write unto you are the commandments of the Lord. (KJV)

<opentext> Rightly dividing the Word of truth. The key to understanding all of the scriptures.
<opentext> How often is it, that in much of what we hear, we return to opinions of that which we have already heard, and thus are often prejudiced in our actions or reactions?
<diligently> if i react fast then i do.. but if we that it to Father in prayer we do not.
<his> when not seeking fully what Father has for us today, now
<helpmate> not like we sued to do...a thing of the past
<diligently> unless if it is something Father has already taught me.. and is in my heart already, then we are still ok.
<opentext> 1 Cor 14:38But if any man be ignorant, let him be ignorant. (KJV)
<diligently> if we bring it to Father in prayer
<opentext> 1 Corinthians 14:38 [But if any man be ignorant] If he affect to be so, or pretend that he is ignorant; let him be ignorant-- let him be so at his peril. (from Adam Clarke Commentary)
<opentext> Those that want to ignore God's Word, are going to ignore God's Word. What can you do better then God to get them to change their mind?

<opentext> Prov 26:4Answer not a fool according to his folly, lest thou also be like unto him. (KJV)

<opentext> Yet, how often does one think that God needs defending?

<opentext> All one has to do is look at all of nature around them, and see the order that God has set there.
<opentext> The only way that one can know and be sure of God's order, is by the time they spend with Father in His Word.
<opentext> Without faith (faith; the ability to hear and obey the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ) it is impossible to please Him....
<opentext> So the best way to know God's order is by knowing Him. The better one knows His Word, the more clear is the picture of who God is.
<opentext> 1 Cor 15:1Moreover, brethren, I declare unto you the gospel which I preached unto you, which also ye have received, and wherein ye stand; 2By which also ye are saved, if ye keep in memory what I preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain. (KJV)

<opentext> And this is what Paul is now saying to them; you are having problems, because you did not hold fast to the message that Father had delivered unto you.
<opentext> They tried to mix the law, and traditions in with it, and we know that those that are in the flesh, cannot please God.
<opentext> And again, one must keep in mind how Paul addressed them earlier in this epistle, that they were full of envy, division, and strife.
<opentext> So, besides being in the flesh, and trying to revert to the law.....
<opentext> Today, keep your mind renewed with His Word!
