<at-peace> Father we come before you with praise and thanksgiving this day for all that you have blessed us with and all that you have in store for us this day that will keep and sustain us and deliver us from this present evil world through Christ Jesus our Lord.

 

<opentext> Rom 5:5:1 Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ: 2 By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God. 3 And not only so, but we glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience; KJV

 

<opentext> Let us remember, that we are justified by faith; that is that one hears the Message delivered by and through Christ Jesus, seeking Father's wisdom for understanding the Message, and then applying it to our daily life, is what brings about peace in our life with God.

<opentext> It is by understanding this Message, that one is able to enter into the grace that is made available to us, and gives us the confidence to continue in it.

<opentext> Now, if one operates this way on a moment by moment basis with God, then when tribulations come, one is not deterred, but rather rejoices in knowing that they have been delivered from the power of darkness, and translated into the kingdom of His dear Son.

<opentext> However, if one forgets some of the Message [because they have not treasured it], then what happens when tribulations arise?

<disciple> panic   <helpmate> wither and die    <chosen> they pull us down

<opentext> Could it be said that people then focus in and on the lie, rather then the truth? [walking and operating in the flesh rather then in the Spirit]

<chosen> yes   <disciple> yes   <helpmate> yes

<opentext> So then, what it comes down to, is exactly what Paul tells us in this verse:

 

<opentext> Phil 1:6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ:  KJV

 

<opentext> Remaining confident of the work which He has begun, and a ready and willing heart to allow Him to continue.

<opentext> So then, how does one do this?

<disciple> keep renewing the mind daily in the Word and keeping in constant communication with Father

<helpmate> by keeping ones mind renewed in His Word

<at-peace> operating in faith keeping the heart and mind focused on things above

<chosen> i must decrease, and He increase

<opentext> Good answers. One has to know that which is made available to them by and through Christ Jesus, and apply them to their life; to their walk.

<opentext> As stated a few lines earlier, that He has delivered us from the power of darkness. Yet, does one always believe this?

<helpmate> the flesh has a tendency to panic and let it slip….the spirit knows it to be true

<disciple> the spirit believes, the flesh doubts

<chosen> sometimes we may allow ourselves to get pulled back into some areas that we have been delivered from

<at-peace> not when one focused on the problem.....instead of on the solution

<opentext> How often does one acknowledge the problem, rather then the solution?

<helpmate> when one is in the flesh

<chosen> when using our own thinking and understanding, rather than acknowledging Him in all

<disciple> once is too often

<at-peace> when one see the problem they should immediately go to Father for the solution so that it does not pull them down from the heavenlies... sometimes though one dilly dally's a bit in the problem first

 

<opentext> 2 Cor 2:14 Now thanks be unto God, which always causeth us to triumph in Christ, and maketh manifest the savour of his knowledge by us in every place. KJV

 

<opentext> Now note, that we are able to triumph, when one remains "IN CHRIST".

<opentext> And so when one strays, and ignores their relationship with Him, troubles are soon to appear.

<opentext> And how often do people blame God for their problems when they have strayed, rather the recognizing that they have brought the problems on themselves?

<helpmate> most see it as God abandoning them, not the other way around

<disciple> most people do that...i know it's my fault if anything goes wrong in my life

<helpmate> He is God, He changes not, nor is He a respecter of persons

<opentext> Faith or fear, these are the two realms people can operate in. So if one is not operating in faith, then they have to be operating in fear, and we know that whatever is not of faith, is sin. Why? Because one doubts the Message that has been delivered to them.

<opentext> Rom 8:37 Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us. 38 For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, 39 Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. KJV

 

<opentext> In "all" things [tribulations, persecutions] we are more then conquerors "through Him" that loved us.

 <helpmate> that is what we should give thanks in all things

<opentext> Yes, we give thanks in all things, not for all things. If it is tribulations that arise, we thank God in the midst of it, knowing that He is showing us the way to rise above it.

<opentext> Jesus Christ overcame all obstacles that came before Him, so we do know the way the forerunner has shown us, established by the truth of His Word, and this is what will lead us to eternal life with Him.

<opentext> How often do you tell God that something is just not possible to do?

<helpmate> may think that at times but do know that all thing are possible with God

<chosen> have sometimes thought that and spoken it 

<disciple> sometimes wonder how...and don't act on faith

 

<opentext> Phil 4:13 I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me. KJV

 

<opentext> Rom 5:3 And not only so, but we glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience; KJV

 

<helpmate> and patience has its perfect works

<opentext> When one remembers the Message delivered to them by and through Christ Jesus, and have applied it to their life, then they have peace with God, and can rejoice in whatever may be transpiring within their life, because they are confident of the victory that Father has made available to them. This is the consistency that one devlops in their relationship with Him.

opentext> Today, you have the opportunity, the privilege to walk by faith, and not by sight!

<helpmate> Isa 50:2 Is my hand shortened at all, that it cannot redeem?  (KJV)

 

<opentext> Isa 59:1Behold, the LORD's hand is not shortened, that it cannot save; neither his ear heavy, that it cannot hear:  (KJV)

 

<opentext> whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord, shall be saved, delivered!!

<disciple> was also thinking that the reason that there are so many "hall of fame" places,

 is because men try to live off of their fleshly accomplishments...and many Christians try

 to live off theirs too...and with their past experiences with Father, rather than now faith

 

<opentext> Eph 2:8 For it is by free grace (God's unmerited favor) that you are save (delivered from judgment and made partakers of Christ's salvation) through [your] faith. And this [salvation] is not of yourselves [of your own doing, it came not through your own striving], but it is the gift of God; 9 Not because of works [not the fulfillment of the Law's demands], lest any man should boast. [It is not the result of what anyone can possibly do, so no one can pride himself in it or take glory to himself.] AMP

 

<disciple> that is why constant communication and renewing our mind in the Word daily is a "now faith" experience, not historical
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
