Bible Study Thursday 9 May 2002

 

How can one know, what instructions that they should be listening to?


John 10:4-5 And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his voice. 5 And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee from him: for they know not the voice of strangers. KJV


 

How can one know which voice they should listen to, and which voices they should ignore? 

 

The virus detection program is programmed to block harmful programs or codes that may try to enter your computer. Likewise, one needs to have the doctrine of Christ established in their heart and mind, so that they are able to recognize His voice, and reject anything that is contrary to the Word of truth.

 

2 Timothy 2:15 Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. KJV

 

Therefore, by rightly dividing the word of truth, we are to understand his continuing in the true doctrine, and teaching that to every person; and, according to our Lord's simile, giving each his portion of meat in due season-- milk to babes, strong meat to the full grown, comfort to the disconsolate, reproof to the irregular and careless; in a word, finding out the necessities of his hearers, and preaching so as to meet those necessities. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Empty discussions would unsettle those who heard; but Timothy was to proceed according to the Word, avoiding vanities, remembering the marks of the sure foundation, and seeking, by right conduct, to be useful to the Lord. (From Wycliffe Commentary)

 

The idea seems to be, that the minister of the gospel is to make a proper distribution of that word, adapting his instructions to the circumstances and wants of his hearers, and giving to each that which will be fitted to nourish the soul for heaven. (From Barnes' Notes)

 

"Study not for the applause of men, but for the approbation of God, as becometh a good workman, who needeth not to be ashamed of his work, whoever looks upon it; but let thy preaching and living be strait and conformable to the gospel, and thus study to shew thyself approved of God" (From William Burkitt Commentary)

 

The ultimate in protection programs:

 

2 Timothy 3:16-17 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works. KJV

 

Inspiration of God is a simple word, meaning, [God-breathed]. It comes with full divine authority because of full truthfulness, and is therefore profitable. (From Wycliffe Commentary)

 

It is only profitable, to and for one’s advantage, if they hear, and then obey His word.

 

1. That every thought and word were inspired by God, and that the writer did nothing but merely write as the Spirit dictated.

2. That God gave the whole matter, leaving the inspired writers to their own language; and hence, the great variety of style and different modes of expression. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

What is the excellency of the scripture. It is given by inspiration of God, and therefore is his word. It is a divine revelation, which we may depend upon as infallibly true. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

From their dignity and authority, They are given by the inspiration of God: that is, they are not the contrivance of any man's wit and fancy, but a revelation of the mind and will of God; and those that wrote them were excited to it, and assisted in it, by the Spirit of God; no part of scripture had either angels or men for its author, but every part of scripture is divinely inspired or breathed by God, both for matter and order, style and words.
