Though a person may see a speed bump, do they always remember its purpose?


Psalms 78:1 Give ear, O my people, to my law: incline your ears to the words of my mouth. KJV


Though one may see, read, and hear God’s law of faith, does one always remember its plan and purpose?

 

Deuteronomy 4:9 Only take heed to thyself, and keep thy soul diligently, lest thou forget the things which thine eyes have seen, and lest they depart from thy heart all the days of thy life: but teach them thy sons, and thy sons' sons; (KJV)

 

[Lest thou forget] God does his work that they may be had in everlasting remembrance; and he that forgets them, forgets his own mercies. Besides, if a man forget the work of God on his soul, he loses that work. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Just as with the speed bump, if one does not have its purpose and plan within their very being, one will have to tendency to obey it only when forced or compelled to. It is then that a person becomes a hazard or danger to themselves, as well as all those around them.

 

Proverbs 4:4-5 He taught me also, and said unto me, Let thine heart retain my words: keep my commandments, and live. 5 Get wisdom, get understanding: forget it not; neither decline from the words of my mouth. (KJV)

 

It is only as one does those things which God asks of them, out of love, that they are able to set or be that example of the believers, because the Word is written in the tables of their heart; so, they will always want to conduct themselves in that way which is pleasing to Father; therefore, their conversation will always be pleasing to Him as well.
