What kind of distractions have you allowed to hinder your focus? Where should we be looking?
Philippians 3:14 I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. (KJV)

    Even though a person has good vision, it does not mean that a person will observe all that is in their surroundings. One's vision or sight can be blinded or distracted from some of the things that are around them. The key is, how focused a person is. Without God's vision, without an understanding of His plan of salvation, one can miss or overlook the things God has placed there for their benefit.
 

    What is occupying a person’s mind, is what will control what they are observing within their surroundings and view. If the kingdom of God and His righteousness is their chief aim or goal, then they will see and hear those things that are pertaining to God, and not the things that will hold them in bondage, or a prisoner of this world.

Romans 8:5-6 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. 6 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. (KJV)
