Bible Study Friday 1 February, 2002

Setting one’s path according to the Word, not the world!

Psalms 16:11 Thou wilt shew me the path of life: in thy presence is fulness of joy; at thy right hand there are pleasures for evermore. KJV

One often has the tendency to look at what the world is doing, and then adjust their life according to that. Yet, the Word is clear to tell us that we are in the world, but not of the world. Paul also tells us to come out from among the world, and to be separate unto the Lord. One sometimes forgets the objective was to drain the swamp, when they are knee deep in alligators. Thus, why one must learn to be always focused on the Word, the strait and narrow path that leads to life.
Proverbs 4:18 But the path of the just is as the shining light, that shineth more and more unto the perfect day. (KJV)

 

The more one hears and obeys the Word, the more of the old habits or traits disappear, and the more one's life becomes Christ like. It is a continual and ongoing process as long as we are here. Thus, why we are told to continue in the Word. To remain grounded and settled in the heart, with that which Father asks of us.


2 Timothy 2:15 Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. (KJV)

 

Definition for study: 4704 spoudazo (spoo-dad'-zo); from 4710; to use speed, i.e. to make effort, be prompt or earnest: KJV-- do (give) diligence, be diligent (forward), endeavour, labour, study.

 

In other words, be prompt to hear Father's counsel or instructions. Be prompt to hear and obey that which He asks of you. How often is it that God asks something of you, and you set it aside for a little while? Soon, that little while grows into days or weeks of neglecting that which He has asked of you?


Psalms 51:10 Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me. (KJV)

 

Definiton for create:1254 bara'- 1) to create, to shape, to form  a) (Qal) to shape, to fashion, to create (always with God as subject)  1) used of heaven and earth  2) used of individual man  3) used of new conditions and circumstances 4) used of transformations.

 

Note in the definitions for "create", that it means to fashion or mold, to set or establish new conditions. It is as one is prompt to hear Father's Word, that it will fashion or mold new conditions within the heart and mind of man, so that a change of habits or traits takes place within the person, so that they become more Christ like with each step towards home.
