It is a choice, to believe what God says, or that which man puts forth.

John 20:31 But these are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life through his name. KJV

[That ye might believe] What is here recorded is to give a full proof of the Divinity of Christ; that he is the promised Messiah; that he really suffered and rose again from the dead; and that through him every believer might have eternal life. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

God has given us His Word, that if we might seek Him, and a clearer understanding of Him, by accepting the atoning sacrifice of His Son Jesus Christ in our behalf and allowing His Spirit to lead us and guide us into all truth, that we will be able to attain eternal life with Him. 

 

Yet, all too often, people are quicker to hear and believe what man has to say, rather than going straight to the Source. His sheep hear His voice, and the voice of an impostor they will not follow. 

 

Revelation 3:20-21 Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me. 21 To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne. KJV

 

Definition for “that overcometh”: 3528  nikao- to conquer;  to carry off the victory, to come off victorious  1) used of Christ, victorious who was over all His foes  2) used of Christians who hold fast their faith even unto death against the power of their foes, and temptations, and persecutions  3) when one is arraigned or goes to law, to win the case, maintain one's cause.

 

Today, will you hear His call, and welcome Him into your heart and life, and do all that He asks of you, that you may be counted as an overcomer?
