Philippians 1:6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ: (KJV)
 

    Being persuaded or convinced of the work that He has begun in us, by grace through faith. How can, or does one doubt their relationship with God?
 

    One must remember that it is by grace, God's unmerited favor, that the gift of God is made available to each and every believer.

John 17:3 And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. (KJV)
