To follow the crowd, or to follow Christ. This is a decision or choice  that one has to make each and every day that they are here on this earth.


John 10:4 And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his voice. (KJV)

   Paul tells us that in this world there are many voices. In our every day life, one will have or enter into all kinds of conversations that present themselves. However, one should only participate in those conversations that talk about our new life in Christ, or, give glory to God. Yet, very often people will give into the peer pressure around them, rather than remaining on that strait and narrow path.

   One often forgets that death and life is in the power of the tongue. One often forgets that evil communications or conversation does indeed corrupt or pollute good morals or manners. Thus, why one must learn to think on those things that will draw them closer to God.

1Corinthians 15:33, Make no mistake about this, bad company is the ruin of good character. (Moffatt translation)

   One can try to rationalize this verse. They can make all kinds of excuses to justify (before themselves) that which they are doing, or the people they are consorting with. Yet, the truth is that one has to hear His voice, take the time to understand that which was presented to them, and then put forth that effort to apply those instructions to their life. One must learn to live that Word of God which they have heard on a moment-by-moment basis, and not be a forgetful hearer.
   Faith is developed by hearing the message delivered by the Word of God, Christ. Once one hears this message, they then have to make the choice or decision of whether or not they will obey that which the Word is asking of them.
