Bible Study Monday 25 February 2002

One seldom gives thought to the daily routines of the world that one has established themselves in, and yet maintain within their lives. All that we do each day, should be to the glory of God!

1 Thessalonians 5:17 Pray without ceasing. KJV

How often is one's day based on the world, rather than on His Word? Paul says that we are to pray without ceasing. Jesus Christ in Matthew 6 gave us an outline or pattern on how to pray. So, as one starts the day, they should start it in prayer, and then allow that prayer to carry them throughout the day. 


Luke 21:36 Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son of man. KJV
 

What should be our actings in these aims: Watch therefore, and pray always. Watching and praying must go together, <Neh. 4:9>. Those that would escape the wrath to come, and make sure of the joys to come, must watch and pray, and must do so always, must make it the constant business of their lives,

(1.) To keep a guard upon themselves. "Watch against sin, watch to every duty, and to the improvement of every opportunity of doing good. Be awake, and keep awake, in expectation of your Lord's coming, that you may be in a right frame to receive him, and bid him welcome." 
 (2.) to keep up their communion with God: "Pray always; be always in an habitual disposition to that duty; keep up stated times for it; abound in it; pray upon all occasions." Those shall be accounted worthy to live a life of praise in the other world that live a life of prayer in this world. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)
Romans 12:12 Rejoicing in hope; patient in tribulation; continuing instant in prayer; KJV

 

What one often forgets, is that there is no time for resting or coasting while we are here. Paul tells us that we are to be instant in season, and out of season. As long as we are here, the devil's purpose against us will to be to steal, kill and destroy. It takes the shield of faith to be in constant use to be able to quench all of the fiery darts of the wicked.

 

Ephesians 6:18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints; KJV

 

Jesus Christ told them not to pray as the heathen do, with their vain repetitions, and thinking that they will be heard for their much noise. Here we see Paul tell us that our prayer should be in the Spirit. That is following the example of Jesus Christ, and not some person’s prayer book.

 

Colossians 4:2-3 Continue in prayer, and watch in the same with thanksgiving; 3 Withal praying also for us, that God would open unto us a door of utterance, to speak the mystery of Christ, for which I am also in bonds: KJV

 

Often times people pray, but they only hope that their prayers are heard. They hope that they will see results. Paul tells us in Philippians that we should present our supplications to God in our conversations (prayer) with Him, and to include the thanksgiving. For if we know He hears us, and we are praying according to His will and not our wants, that one should know that it will be manifest.
