Bible Study Monday September 17, 2001

<d-g> Heavenly Father, we give you thanks this day for all the spiritual blessings you have blessed us with, and for the word of your grace which is able to build us up and make us wise unto salvation through Jesus Christ our Lord

<d-g> 2 Tim 4:2Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine.  (KJV)

<d-g> as i was studying this morning the word season kept coming up, something we will discuss today

<d-g> in the physical realm, man judges and determines many of his decisions, on the outward seasons and times

<d-g> in the spring time the farmer will plant his crops, in the fall is the harvest, and in between time is the preparation

<d-g> Eccl 3:1To every thing there is a season, and a time to every purpose under the heaven: (KJV)

<d-g> but no matter what, the key with us in the spirit, is to be ready always to give an answer to every man that would ask of us, being ready to give Fathers answer, having his word, which is spirit and is life

<d-g> Gal 4:9But now, after that ye have known God, or rather are known of God, how turn ye again to the weak and beggarly elements, whereunto ye desire again to be in bondage? 10Ye observe days, and months, and times, and years.  (KJV)

<d-g> and though man has created certain days or times that he thinks he should be holy, or tries to dictate the times that God should operate, it is important to always be ready, so that we can be instant, allowing the living waters to flow from the heart

<d-g> Matt 24:45Who then is a faithful and wise servant, whom his lord hath made ruler over his household, to give them meat in due season? 46Blessed is that servant, whom his lord when he cometh shall find so doing.  (KJV)

<d-g> its not only being ready, but taking the time to hear Fathers answer, and though at times it may sound silly or trivial to us, or even to the point we think, they already know that, it is important to trust that voice, knowing that the word Father is asking you to speak is just what is needed

<d-g> has anyone ever hesitated on an answer, thinking, that is to simple, or they already know that, why bother?

<at-peace> yes   <Faithful> yes    <diligently> yes    <chosen> yes

<d-g> and yet do we remember who it is that knows what we have need of before we ask?

<helpmate> yes    <diligently> Father     <Faithful> yes

<d-g> Heb 2:1Therefore we ought to give the more earnest heed to the things which we have heard, lest at any time we should let them slip. (KJV)

<d-g> the answer Father may be having you give may be something someone has heard before, and yet slip, which is just the meat that would be needed for this time

<d-g> what we need to remember in all of this, it the simplicity of the gospel that the devil has corrupted the mind from, trying to steal how simple it really is

<d-g> 2 Cor 11:3But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ. (KJV)

<d-g> if you recall back in the book of genesis, the instructions Father gave to adam and eve were quite simple, choose the tree of life and you live, partake of the other tree and you die

<d-g> and yet knowing that Jesus Christ is the same, yesterday today and forever, would not this gospel and word of life still be that simple?

<at-peace> yes   <diligently> yes     <chosen> yes     <helpmate> yes

<at-peace> His Word is settled in heaven           

<d-g> so in knowing and understanding these simple principles, is it God that complicates things, or is it our own carnal mind that tries to get in and analyze things and try and figure it out before we will step out in faith?

<chosen> our carnal mind

<diligently> it is our old nature….carnal mind

<at-peace> carnal mind

<d-g> Prov 15:23A man hath joy by the answer of his mouth: and a word spoken in due season, how good is it! (KJV)

<d-g> the joy of the Lord is our strength, and by being instant to give that answer, how good it is to the hearer

<diligently> Father knows what they have need of

<d-g> and you will find out as you continue in your walk, that the simpler you keep things, the more effective and ready you will be to give the answer that is needed, that Father knows will give life to the area that is lacking

<d-g> has anyone ever gone to the old testament at times, and been ministered to by those prophets, and the things they wrote, knowing that it helped you in your walk to understand the mystery better?

<diligently> yes   <at-peace> yes    <Faithful> yes   <helpmate> yes   <chosen> yes

<d-g> 1 Pet 1:12Unto whom it was revealed, that not unto themselves, but unto us they did minister the things, which are now reported unto you by them that have preached the gospel unto you with the Holy Ghost sent down from heaven; which things the angels desire to look into. (KJV)

<d-g> and even though they did not have a total understanding of what they were writing at the time, it ministered to us, because of their faithfulness

<d-g> and now that we do have a clear understanding of the new testament, it is key for us to remain faithful as well, to be ready to give Fathers answer, even though at times it does seem to simple to us

<d-g> 2 Pet 1:12Wherefore I will not be negligent to put you always in remembrance of these things, though ye know them, and be established in the present truth. 13Yea, I think it meet, as long as I am in this tabernacle, to stir you up by putting you in remembrance; (KJV)

<d-g> def. for stir…..1326  diegeiro- 1) to wake up, to awaken, to arouse (from sleep)  a) used of the sea, which begins to be agitated, to rise   b) metaphorically:  1) to arouse the mind  2) to stir up, to render active

<d-g> sometimes all it takes is a little encouragement, a little prodding in the right direction, a simple answer that can awaken and area in ones life that needs a reminder to set them back on the strait and narrow path

<d-g> and those that have suffered in an area in their walk, at times may be concentrating more on the problem then the solution, and a simple reminder may be all it takes to give them life again

<d-g> 2 Pet 3:1This second epistle, beloved, I now write unto you; in both which I stir up your pure minds by way of remembrance: 2That ye may be mindful of the words which were spoken before by the holy prophets, and of the commandment of us the apostles of the Lord and Saviour:  (KJV)

<d-g> so today, trust in the Lord with all your heart, lean not to your own understanding, in all our ways acknowledge him, and he will direct our paths so that we will not only be able to give that answer, but be able to hear the one that is needed for ourselves as well

<d-g> and for today saints, the message is to keep it simple

<helpmate> Luke 21:12But before all these, they shall lay their hands on you, and persecute you, delivering you up to the synagogues, and into prisons, being brought before kings and rulers for my name's sake. 13And it shall turn to you for a testimony. 14Settle it therefore in your hearts, not to meditate before what ye shall answer: 15For I will give you a mouth and wisdom, which all your adversaries shall not be able to gainsay nor resist. (KJV)

<d-g> Jude 1:5I will therefore put you in remembrance, though ye once knew this, how that the Lord, having saved the people out of the land of Egypt, afterward destroyed them that believed not.  (KJV)

<d-g> and even in jude here, the exhortation is to remind them of things they once knew

<d-g> as peter said as well, to put us in remembrance, not forgetting the simplicity of things once heard

<d-g> Eph 3:4Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ)

5Which in other ages was not made known unto the sons of men, as it is now revealed unto his holy apostles and prophets by the Spirit;  (KJV)

<d-g> this is in reference to the angels question, we have the ability by the spirit of Christ to understand the mystery of the gospel, something angels do not

<d-g> Heb 1:14Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation?  (KJV)

<d-g> they basically are messengers, but do not have the understanding that we do

<Faithful> ok thank you

<d-g> lol simply put, and though they were faithful in delivering Gods message, we in the new testament have the ability to understand and comprehend the plan of salvation by the spirit of Christ within us
