His Word is fixed and settled in heaven. Will you walk in it this day?
Psalms 119:89-92 For ever, O LORD, thy word is settled in heaven. 90 Thy faithfulness is unto all generations: thou hast established the earth, and it abideth. 91 They continue this day according to thine ordinances: for all are thy servants. 92 Unless thy law had been my delights, I should then have perished in mine affliction. KJV

Now, one has to allow the Word to become settled or grounded in their heart. One does this, or accomplishes this by their agreeing with God's Word, allowing His Word to become a way of life for you, and then continuing in the Word, on a moment-by-moment basis. This is how one allows His Word to accomplish His purpose in one's life.


John 15:4-5 Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in me. 5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.
