Luke 13:23-24 when some one asked Him, "Sir, are there but few who are to be saved?" 24 "Strain every nerve to force your way in through the narrow gate," He answered; "for multitudes, I tell you, will endeavour to find a way in and will not succeed. (Weymouth translation)
[Many, I say unto you, will seek] They seek-- wish and desire; but they do not strive: therefore, because they will not agonize-- will not be in earnest, they shall not get in. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
    All too often in life, a person will put forth just enough to get by, or to fool the people that they are around. The thing that those people often forget, is that God sees the thoughts and intents of the heart. No matter what kind of front that a person may put on, God knows the thoughts and intents within that person, and they will have to answer to Him.

John 6:27-29 Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed. 28 Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might work the works of God? 29 Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye believe on him whom he hath sent.
