Being a doer of the Word!
John 14:23 Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him. KJV
One must live their life, according to His Word, for the Father and Son to come and abide within them. Often times, people will hear the Word, and even mimic the Word, but it is not a way of life for them.
