We are supposed to be prisoners of the Lord, not a prisoner to man's idle fancies and philosophies.


Colossians 2:8 Take care lest there be some one who leads you away as prisoners by means of his philosophy and idle fancies, following human traditions and the world's crude notions instead of following Christ. (Weymouth translation)

 

[Beware lest any man spoil you] The word sulagoogoon (grk 4812), from sulee, prey, and agein (grk 71), to lead or carry away, signifies to rob, or spoil of their goods, as if by violence or rapine. Their goods were the salvation they had received from Christ; and both the Gentile and Jewish teachers endeavoured to deprive them of these, by perverting their minds, and leading them off from the truths of Christianity. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

One often guards or protects their earthly treasures with more diligence and concern, than they do their relationship with God. They often will use good words and fair speeches to deceive the hearts of those that are not grounded in the Word of truth. 

 

Salvation should be such a precious gift, that we would not take anyone's word about it, except that of God Himself. Yet, unless one takes the time, and puts forth the maximum effort to establish and maintain that relationship with the Father by and through Christ Jesus, how can they ever be sure if they are hearing God, or some man's idle fancies of what he perceives the Word to say?
