Acts 17:24-25 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands; 25 Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though he needed any thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things; KJV

 

 
All too often, one associates God with traditions and rituals, and seldom does one hear what the Word plainly states. Those that worship, fellowship, communion with the Father, must do so in spirit and in truth, His Word is truth. Yet, how often is the truth the basis for how one worships God?

 

 
Let us look at a few of Adam Clarke's comments on the above verses.

 

Though the Epicureans held that the world was not made by God, but was the effect of a fortuitous concourse of atoms, yet this opinion was not popular; and the Stoics held the contrary:

 1. Paul assumes, as an acknowledged truth, that there was a God who made the world and all things.
 2. That this God could not be confined within temples made with hands, as he was the Lord or governor of heaven and earth.
 3. That, by fair consequence, the gods whom they worshipped, which were shut up in their temples could not be this God; and they must be less than the places in which they were contained.
This was a strong, decisive stroke against the whole system of the Grecian idolatry. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
