To walk in the Spirit, one must follow the truth!

 

John 17:17 Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. KJV

 

One can walk or follow a certain path for years, and never be aware of the danger that is there. So often in life, one becomes so casual with the things that they are doing, that they become totally oblivious to the danger that is around them. This happened, because we were not all taught according to the truth of His Word or ignored that which we heard.


[Through thy truth] It is not only according to the truth of God that ministers are to be set apart to the sacred work; but it is from that truth, and according to it, that they must preach to others. That doctrine which is not drawn from the truth of God can never save souls. God blesses no word but his own; because none is truth, without mixture of error, but that which has proceeded from himself. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
