To be a partaker of His divine nature! Allowing Christ into your heart and allowing Him to be Lord of your life.
Romans 8:9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.  KJV
    We should not be operating in the flesh, but rather operating in His Spirit. For it is His Word that is spirit, and it is life, if one hears, and then obeys the message that Christ delivered. To be a partaker of His divine nature; that is to be a co-participant with Him.

 

Definition for co- = joint, jointly, together.

 

Definition for participant = to partake with, to share.

 

    So, then we can see, that to be a co-participant is to partake or share jointly with Christ. Yet, how often do we want God to do everything for us? This is why Paul tells us that we are supposed to study for God's approval. Learning that which His Word says to us, so that jointly with Christ, we can apply His Word to our life.


Ephesians 3:6 That the Gentiles should be fellowheirs, and of the same body, and partakers (4830: co-participant) of his promise in Christ by the gospel: (KJV)

 

Philippians 1:7 Even as it is meet for me to think this of you all, because I have you in my heart; inasmuch as both in my bonds, and in the defence and confirmation of the gospel, ye all are partakers (4791: co-participant) of my grace. (KJV)

 

Colossians 1:12 Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers (3310: participation) of the inheritance of the saints in light: (KJV)

 

Hebrews 3:1 Wherefore, holy brethren, partakers (3353: participant, associate) of the heavenly calling, consider the Apostle and High Priest of our profession, Christ Jesus; (KJV)

 

Hebrews 3:14 For we are made partakers (3353: participant, associate) of Christ, if we hold the beginning of our confidence stedfast unto the end; (KJV)

 

Hebrews 12:10 For they verily for a few days chastened us after their own pleasure; but he for our profit, that we might be partakers (3353: participant, associate) of his holiness. (KJV)

 

1 Peter 4:13 But rejoice, inasmuch as ye are partakers (2841: sharer, associate) of Christ's sufferings; that, when his glory shall be revealed, ye may be glad also with exceeding joy. (KJV)
